· Suffix ending -ed with the sounds /d/ and /t/

-The suffix -ed has three different sounds.
Examples:
	responded  /ĕd/
	dunked  /t/
	freshened  /d/

*This suffix means past tense. Something already happened.
Ex. jumped /t/
